HOW WE STARTED

In 1996, American Heritage became the first credit
union in the country to form a charitable organization
when it began the Kids-N-Hope Foundation. Since
then, the Foundation has donated over $3.1 million

to local hospitals and not-for-profit organizations,
including Children’s Hospital of Philadelphia.
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<% Chairman’s Report
As we conclude our 26th year of
the Kids-N-Hope Foundation’s history,
we are proud that we generated
nearly $667,000 in contributions, and
donated a record $562,500. We now
have fund balances over $355,000,
allowing us to invest in better
communications, a new website, and new fundraising
opportunities in 2023.

In 2022, we introduced a new fundraiser, the Cornhole
Tournament, and saw a full return of our traditional
fundraisers, such as our Golf Classic and Car Show.
Additionally, our virtual Walk-A-Thon & 5K continues

to bring new participants to the Foundation. The
Foundation has continued to make tremendous
impacts on the lives of children through health and life
services. Since its inception in 1996, the Foundation

In 2022, we raised $667,429 lead by
the Penny A Purchase Program. In
partnership with American Heritage,
the Foundation received a penny for
every transaction that an American
Heritage member made using an
American Heritage plastic card with
a heart in their “Have a Heart” campaign. We also
raised $153,876 at our Golf Classic, $24,607 from our
Walk-A-Thon & 5K, and $24,339 at the Car Show. In
2022, we were successful at two new events: our
Cornhole tournament which raised $14,569 and
Bingo which raised $11,848. We expect that these
new events will grow significantly in the years ahead.

We then donated $562,500 to 11 charities supporting
kids. The largest donation was $500,000 to provide
support for child life services, predominately for the

We support pediatric health and life services,
including music therapy programs, children’s
centers, and after school music programs.

Music therapy is the applied use of music by a
certified music therapist to target clinical goal
areas with music-based strategies to promote
positive health outcomes. We believe every child
undergoing medical treatment has the right to
receive music therapy as an integrated component
to their medical care.

throughout the region.

PENNY A PURCHASE PROGRAM

American Heritage donates a penny to the Foundation
each time credit union members use their American
Heritage credit or debit card to make a purchase. This
contributed nearly $300,000 to the Foundation in 2022.

prize. Thanks to the sponsors, donors, and golfers, the
Foundation raised over $153,000 at the event.

PURSE AND POWER TOOL BINGO

In November, the Kids-N-Hope Foundation held its
2nd Purse and Power Tool Bingo. Over 200 attendees
enjoyed a night of bingo, raffles, and time with friends
and family all while supporting the Foundation’s
mission. The event raised approximately $12,000 for
the Foundation!

PHILADELPHIA TEAM TICKETS

The Philadelphia Phillies, 76ers, and Flyers partner with
American Heritage to offer members discounted tickets
to select games each season, with a portion of each
ticket sold benefiting the Kids-N-Hope Foundation.
Throughout the 2022 seasons, over $8,000 was
donated back to the Foundation.

American Heritage, its associates, and general donations
that support the Foundation throughout the year

raised a combined total of over $11,000 in 2022 for the
